Food Industry Management Undergraduate Certificate Courses


�Consumer Package Goods Marketing


MKTG 435 (4 credits) �This class focuses on strategic issues facing firms involved in the distribution of Fast Moving Consumer Goods (FMCG) with a particular focus on food products and products marketed through retail food stores. �Prerequisite: BA 311 or BA 339


�Retailing
