• Assist with website and social media updates 

• Write monthly e-newsletter to mailing list subscribers; communicate to St. Philip Neri community in 
monthly postings 

• Help coordinate festival signage plan, including helping with hanging banners, posting lawn signs. etc. 

• Assist with on-site media coverage during the festival (includes evenings and weekend hours)
