· Applicant must attend college or university within the US full-time.

· Applicant must maintain a high GPA

· Applicant must apply to all other funding sources.

Required Materials:

· Completed application

· Certificate of Indian Blood; must be ¼ or more to qualify 

· Personal Statement/Essay

· Essay explaining your goals in life, college plans, career plans. 2 pages are insufficient. 

· 3 Letters of recommendation

· Financial need analysis form

· Copy of the IRS 1040 Federal Tax Reutrn(student or parent’s) for the previous year.

· Official transcripts

· Standardized test scores (ACT/SAT/GRE/MCAT/LSAT, ect.)

· Copy of letter of admission
· Photograph must be of good quality (2x3) of head and shoulders, as CTD uses the photos of students in their annual report, publications, and reports to their donors, so they are familiar with the students they are helping fund.
