History of scholarship: The Cherokee Nation's Higher Education Office awards scholarships to selected Cherokee Nation Tribal Members pursuing degrees at a college. Purpose: The purpose of the Cherokee Nation Higher Education Program includes accomplishing three desired outcomes: 1) strengthen the sovereignty of the Cherokee Nation; 2) increase the capacity of its citizens; and 3) promote the language and culture of the Cherokee Nation. The scholarship selection process is designed to achieve these outcomes. 

Required materials:

· Complete application

· Portrait (Head Shot)

· Official college transcript

· Cherokee tribal citizenship card

· ACT scores (if applicable)

· 3 letters of recommendations

· Personal essay no more than 4 pages, type and doubled-spaced. Address each of the following

· Personal background ( yourself, family, school, community). Please note if you speak the Cherokee language or if you know or are learning Cherokee language and other Cherokee cultural skills.

· Explanation of any item(s) checked above

· Your degree plan for higher education and why you have chosen this field of study

· How you plan to serve Cherokee people when you complete higher education.

· Why you should be selected for this scholarship e.g. special interests, exceptional skills & ability; personal need, or anything else you would like to tell us about yourself. 

Eligibility:

· Applicant must be a Cherokee tribal citizen.

· Applicant must be accepted or plan to attend an accredited university.
