




tial candidates, and the availability of factual and unbiased information in the mass 
media or the blogosphere. “There is a lot of good information – even on blogs – but 
the key is to be able to figure out what is reliable and what is not,” stated Dr. Shortell. 
The roundtable allowed the public to interact with something Dr. Shortell believes is 
in short supply – fact-based information stripped of political ideology. 
	 Developing a political science context also extends into the classroom during an 
election cycle. Political science faculty strive to ground conversations in research as 
a means to help students understand why certain decisions are made in politics. “It’s 
about how the structure of the system affects the outcomes and how those outcomes 
affect the lives of citizens,” says Dr. Shortell. 
	 Dr. Shortell believes that by giving students context and the tools to evaluate 
the quality of the information available – empirically and theoretically – they will 
become informed consumers of politics. And, when students understand the root 
causes of why certain decisions are made within the political arena, and the structural 
mechanisms operating beneath the surface, then they will have the knowledge that 
will help them implement reform.

2008 Election outcomes
How empirical data presented at the Roundtable  
differed (or was reinforced) during the election
Virginia presidential results: Virginia went Democratic for the first 
time since 1964, with Obama receiving 52% of the vote. Even more sur-
prising was Indiana’s switch to the Democratic column after Obama won 
49.9% to McCain’s 49.0% (CNN.com).
Mississippi senatorial race: Republican Senator Roger Wicker ended up 
winning reelection in Mississippi by 10 points (CNN.com).
Kentucky senatorial race: Senate Majority Leader Mitch McConnell, 
who was in a close re-election battle, ended up winning his election by 
six points. (CNN.com)
Legislative balance of power: Several Senate contests could continue 
for months, but it does not appear that Democrats, despite picking up 
at least 6 seats, will reach “the magic number of 60.” Oregon elected Jeff 
Merkley (D) to the Senate. In the House, Democrats not only retained 
control but voters elected at least 19 new Democrats (CNN.com).
Ballot initiatives: In Oregon, all of Sizemore’s measures failed while 
Measure 57 passed with 61% of the vote.
International Response: On November 5, 2008, BBC reported that 
UN Secretary General Ban Ki-Moon said he looks forward “to an era of 
renewed partnership and new multilateralism” (BBC.com). 

Where in the world does a professor of Public Administration interested 
in local government and political participation go to conduct research? The answer 
was Portland, Oregon for the Hatfield School’s Visiting Scholar Professor Katsuhiro 
Satoh.
	 Satoh is a professor of Public Administration at Hokkai Gakuen University 
(HGU), located in the city of Sapporo on Hokkaido Island at the northern reaches 
of the Japanese archipelago. He came to the Hatfield School in August of this year 
to begin a six-month study of Portland’s local government system.
	 An expert in Japanese local government, Prof. Satoh hopes that his time in 
Portland will yield new insights into best practices for local government, especially 
on ways to improve citizen participation in public policy. Satoh has published many 
pieces addressing the relationship between state and local government, policy evalu-
ation systems, and methods of improving public participation.
	 While in Portland, Prof. Satoh intends to study Oregon’s local government struc-
tures and the ways citizens participate in the policy making process. One of Satoh’s 
key interests is Oregon’s Land Use Policy. Satoh believes that many areas of Japan 
have concerns similar to Oregon. Local governments are being challenged to limit 
urban growth, preserve natural areas, and sustainably manage natural resources 
while supporting community health and local economies. What is unique about 
Oregon is that citizen participation in the development of these policies is substan-
tial, especially at the local level.
	 The purpose of the Visiting Scholar program is “for faculty to have protected 
time away from their normal duties as professors to conduct research,” explains Dr. 
Gelmon, Chair of the Division of Public Administration. According to Dr. Gelmon 

“Visiting Scholars access resources through networks- Division faculty facilitate 
connections between the scholar’s research interests and the greater community of 
knowledge available to them.”
	 Prof. Satoh chose PSU because the Hatfield School has extensive connections to 
local government. Those connections are embodied by Dr. Masami Nishishiba, Assis-
tant Professor in the Division and official faculty host of Prof. Satoh. Dr. Nishishiba, 
has worked with local government to create training programs. Two examples are the 

“Japanese Municipal Officer’s Mid-Career Training Program,” for Japanese govern-
ment officers and “Culturally Competent Management Certificate Training” for the 
City of Portland.
	 Dr. Nishishiba, also from Japan, has helped facilitated the relationships between 
Prof. Satoh and Hatfield school faculty and students. One such student is Yoichi Sato, 
a Master’s of Communication candidate at PSU. Sato, who received an undergradu-
ate degree at Hokkaido University, is planning on returning to Japan after complet-
ing his Master’s to pursue a PhD in Public Administration.
	 For Sato, Prof. Satoh’s visit is timely and serendipitous. “I talked to him about my 

plan, he has been a great mentor. He introduced me via emails to professors and 
instructors who have been teaching public administration at Hokkaido University 
and other institutions in Sapporo.” Through these connections, Sato has arranged to 
meet several professors when he returns home in December. “Also, Prof. Satoh gave 
me an insight on how I can prepare for my PhD program in Japan. His presence at 
PSU broadened my horizons and opened up new possibilities,” said Sato.
	 Prof. Satoh earned a Master’s of Law in Public Administration in 1981 at Chuo 
University in Tokyo. His teaching career began in 1981 as a lecturer at HGU, where 
he became and a full Professor in 1994. In addition to his professional commitments, 
Satoh is a very active member of the community in Sapporo. He serves as the chair of 
the Advisory Board on Policy Evaluation in Hokkaido and the Advisory Committee 
in Policy Evaluation in Sapporo City. Satoh is also on the boards of three academic 
associations, including the Public Policy Studies Association of Japan. 
	 In his free time, Satoh plays trumpet with the Sapporo Sinfonietta, an amateur 
orchestra.  He misses being able to play, but is taking advantage of Portland’s music 
scene and has recently seen the Oregon Symphony.

Recently named Interim Director of the 
Institute for Nonprofit Management (INPM), 
Linda Golaszewski is building and strengthen-
ing relationships between PSU and the nonprofit 
community in Oregon as well as outside the re-
gion. She has done consulting work for nonprofit 
organizations, developed new training programs 
for nonprofit boards, and otherwise provided 
technical assistance to the nonprofit sector all 
over Oregon. Right now, she is working to create 
guidelines for nonprofit curriculum with the 
Nonprofit Academic Centers Council (NACC).
	 As the nonprofit field becomes professionalized, 
more and more nonprofit staff are looking for classes to develop skills that will help 
them to not only survive, but to thrive. “One interesting thing research has shown 
about the enrollment trends of the Institute (INPM) is that it is a positive correla-
tion, the more classes we offer the more students we enroll,” says Golaszewski.
	 Golaszewski is collaborating with Dr. Erna Gelles in the Division of Public 
Administration to provide support to the Leadership Fellows Program, working to 
develop Portland’s leaders of color. This fall, Golaszewski and Gelles represented 
the Hatfield School at the annual conference of the Association for Research on 
Nonprofit Organizations and Voluntary Action (ARNOVA).
	 Golaszewski also acts as the Faculty Advisor for MPA students conducting their 
Organizational Experience (PA 509). Students work with a host organization or 
agency to develop a project that will allow them to apply learned skills and knowl-
edge in a way that also benefits the host. As the Faculty Advisor, Golaszewski helps 
students develop project that will accomplish their learning goals.
	 Golaszewski received a B.S. from Loyola University, and has an M.A. in Coun-
seling from the University of Illinois at Springfield. Golaszewski has taught in the 
nonprofit program at PSU since 1996, in addition to her roles as an instructor at 
Concordia, Lewis and Clark, and Mt. Hood Community College. 
	 In her limited free time Golaszewski often bikes to work, reads, hikes, gardens, 
and is an active member of the Portland Revels, an organization that puts on musi-
cal productions for the holiday season. Golaszewski also enjoys traveling the globe 
with her husband and children.  This winter she will be visiting Mali, where her 
daughter is studying.

CAitlin bUrKe iS PASSionAte.She loves 
walking across downtown, from PSU to Chinatown — she 
thinks Portland is gorgeous. But as much as Caitlin loves 
Portland’s beauty and alternative culture, when she looks 
around, Caitlin also sees the poverty and homelessness that 
pervades so many American cities. 
 Not only has Burke studied the systemic issues sur-
rounding poverty and homelessness, she’s also worked as 
an advocate to help policymakers understand that policies 
need to address the systemic issues that cause homelessness 
(i.e., lack of aff ordable housing). 
 In Burke’s work at Sisters of the Road, former Portland 
City Councilman Sten’s Offi  ce, and the Legal Defense 
Project, she’s learned that the best model is to help decision-
makers develop an understanding that all members of soci-
ety have something to contribute and that we need to work 
from the ground up to get to the right solutions instead of 
consistently working from the top down. 
 But make no mistake about it, Caitlin Burke is aiming 
high. Burke was a tireless student leader who won PSU’s 
prestigious University Excellence Award for outstand-
ing academic achievement and community involvement. 
Rather than resting on her laurels, she’s currently studying 
for the LSAT and has her sights set on attending law school 
in 2010. She would like to continue working in the public 
interest, in areas such as poverty law or homelessness. 
 “I can’t speak as someone who’s been homeless, but I can 
get a higher education and I can use my knowledge to work 
with people on this issue,” Burke says.
 Caitlin also participated in the NEW Leadership Oregon 
program while a student in PSU’s Hatfi eld School. NEW 
Leadership Oregon is a women-centered leadership devel-
opment program for top college students to pursue a career 
in politics and public service. Th rough this program Caitlin 
says she developed professional skills that gave her the con-
fi dence to pursue her dreams in a leadership role. 
 Th e experience encouraged Burke to “be who you are and 
strive to be a leader in what you want to do.”
  Currently, Burke is participating in the Alumni Steering 
Committee for NEW Leadership Oregon, helping to make 
decisions on the direction of the new alumni network, con-
tinuing to work on the Legal Defense Project and volun-
teering with Sisters of the Road.
