STEP 1: Parking

Portland State University is an urban campus with its own parking areas, as well as spaces owned by the City
of Portland. If you choose to park in a city parking space, you are required to obey city parking regulations.
When parking in PSU parking structures and lots, you can pay at kiosks located in each area. You can then
move to a 1-Hour Loading Zone and unload your vehicle after you have checked in and picked up your room
keys. See Page 4 for more information on where to park.

STEP 2: Check-In T Bring Photo ID!

At Montgomery Area Desk, located at 1802 SW 10" Avenue (across from the Starbucks), you will receive
your room keys and access badge (if applicable). Please do not bring your belongings with you to the Desk.

Access Badges: Stephen Epler requires access badges to open the front doors and operate the elevators. If
you had your picture taken prior to Move In, you will receive your access badge at your Area Desk upon
check-in. If not, you can have one created at the ID Services window in the lobby of Neuberger Hall between
10:00 am ¢ 6:00 pm on Saturday, Sept. 19" and Sunday, September 20", or 9:00 am ¢ 5:00 pm Monday
through Friday.

STEP 3: Move Into Your Room

After you check-in and receive your keys and access badge, you can start moving in! Please be aware that
many residents will be moving in and there will likely be waits to use carts and elevators.

What to Bring 6

As you are getting ready and packing up your room, think about all the items that you have had in
your room and then think about what you will need until the next time you are able to visit and get
more stuff. People have a tendency to over-pack. Remember that you will be sharing your room with
another person.

When you are putting things into containers or boxes, consider their size and weight. At some point,
you or someone that is with you will need to lift it. Again, if you have a dolly or a cart, you may want to
bring it to assist you with moving in. You may want to wait to bring fragile or valuable items. Fragile
items have been known to break during this hectic move-in time. We have three elevators to use
during move-in. Please note that the elevators will be in heavy demand during the Move In Weekend
and residents already living in Stephen Epler will be utilizing them as well.

We cannot stress how important it is to contact your roommate before you arrive to campus. Please
take some time to coordinate with your roommate things that you each will be bringing to your room.

What NOT to Bring

Some items are not permitted in University Housing. Having them on campus may result in disciplinary
action. More information on which items are not permitted can be found in the Housing Handbook.

Roommates

Living on campus is a unigue and valuable experience. Having a successful experience will require
flexibility and the willingness to communicate in an honest, tactful manner with your roommate. It is
understandable that it may be challenging to share a living space; however, we believe that open and
honest communication is the key to successful roommate living.

You should sit down with your roommate in the first week you move in to discuss living together. This
is the best time to address lifestyle choices to help avoid conflict and misunderstanding. This
discussion encourages you and your roommate to think about how to share your living space and how
the two of you will deal with conflicts as they arise. If you find yourself in a particularly tough
situation, your Resident Assistant (RA) can assist you or refer you to mediation. If a situation comes
up, your RA or the Hall Director will sit down with you and your roommate to see what might need to
be altered or changed to continue living respectfully together.

The unique advantage of a PEJB lies in the ability of its members to influence the
attitudes and subsequent behavior of other students through a formally constituted judicial mechanism.
Judicial Board members live in the residence halls and undergo an application and interview process in order
to be chosen as a PEJB member.

PEJB members adjudicate violations of policies and community standards within the residence halls. The
PSU Housing Handbook is intended to protect and maintain a residential climate in which the fundamental
freedom for academic pursuit and community development can be enjoyed by all and where the rights and
well-being of all residents are respected. The PEJB brings a unique perspective to the disciplinary process
and can help the involved students to better understand the impact of their actions on other residents and
the rest of the community.

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Your University Housing Contract 10

In order to live in University Housing, you signed a legally-binding contract. Below we have listed some
helpful highlights, but we encourage you to carefully read the Terms andConditionsof your contract, as well
as the Housing Handbook. Both documents can be found at http://www.housing.pdx.edu.

Canceling

We understand that you may need to cancel your University Housing contract. Depending on when you
choose to cancel and the circumstances behind your cancellation, there may be financial penalties. Your
contracts Terms and Conditiort®ntain the full policy regarding cancellations, including cancellation and
check-out deadlines. If you are considering canceling or moving out before your contract ends, please read
the policy carefully and consult the University Housing Office as soon as possible.

Re-Contracting

During the month of April, University Housing offers current residents the opportunity to sign a new

contract for the following year. If you choose to take advantage of this before the re-contracting deadline,

choose to apply to keep your current room or get a different room. The assignment process is still first-

come/first-serve within the pool of re-contractors. If you miss the deadline, you can still apply for housing

for the following year, but you will not have priority over new, incoming residents, many of whom will have

already submitted a contract.

Holidays & Summer

University Housing buildings are open year-round! Residents are welcome to stay in University Housing for
Thanksgiving, Winter, and Spring breaks. However, the dining hall may close or have limited hours.

All University Housing contracts are for the Academic Year (September 19, 20091 June 12, 2010), with the
option to extend for the following summer. Global Village rooms are not available during Summer term, so
extending will involve transferring to a new room near the end of Spring Term. You will be able to sign up for
Summer Housing during Re-Contracting in April 2010.

Room Change Requests

Beginning October 5, 2009, current Housing residents may submit a Room Change Request form at the
Housing Office. On the form you may indicate new building and/or roommate preferences. The University
Housing office makes frequent room changes and will inform you via e-mail when a room matching your
preferences becomes available. There are no additional fees for transferring rooms. Your student account
will be charged for your new room starting the date you check out your new keys.

Charges, Payment & Financial Aid

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Russian Immersion Contract Terms 11

These Conditions are incorporated into and are made a part of the Student Housing Contract between the
Student and the University. In the event of any conflict between these Supplemental Conditions and the
Terms and Conditions of the Contract, these Supplemental Conditions will take precedence over the Terms
and Conditions. Capitalized terms that are not defined in these Supplemental Conditions have the meaning
assigned to them in the Terms and Conditions of the Contract.

1. Term of the Contract. This Contract is in effect from Saturday, September 19, 2009 to Saturday,

2. Russian Immersion Program Additional Terms and Conditions. Students participating in the Russian
Immersion Program must sign a Student Housing Contract, which is binding for the academic year
and which in addition to the Terms and Conditions of the Contract incorporates the following terms
and conditions:

A. Students in the Russian Immersion Program live on the 5 floor of Epler Hall on the
designated Russian Immersion floor.

B. The Russian Immersion Program begins on Saturday, September 19, 2009.

C. An assigned Unit will be held for the Student until the end of the first day of classes,
Monday, September 28, 2009. A registered Student who has not checked into his or her Unit
and who fails to cancel their contract by this day will be held financially responsible for
Housing Charges for the Unit for the duration of the Contract. The full amount of Housing
Charges due under the Contract shall constitute a debt owed to the University. The Student
agrees that because of the administrative expense incurred in the event the Student does
not accept and occupy the assigned Unit, the UniveNB A G @ Q&4 Yy SSR G2 YSSi
obligations with respect to student housing, and the difficulty of measuring actual damages,
the full amount of Housing Charges due under the Contract shall constitute liquidated
damages in the event of cancellation and does not constitute a penalty.

D. All Students participating in the Russian Immersion Program must be checked out of
Stephen Epler Hall no later than noon on Saturday, June 12", 2010.

E. The Russian Immersion Program cost for the 2009¢10 Academic Year is $5,325 for a Russian
Immersion Double.

F. Room amenities that are provided include the following: local telephone service, three-way
calling, and caller-ID, call waiting, line service, unlimited high-speed Internet, and cable
television.

Overnight Guests

Guests are permitted for a maximum stay of up to five consecutive days or ten days in any term with the
permission of roommate(s). You are expected to accompany guests at all times while they are in the
building. You will be held responsible for the behavior of your guests. It is your responsibility to inform
guests of University Housing policies and to encourage their compliance.

If you would like to request that your guest be allowed to stay longer, you must do so in writing to your Area
Coordinator. For their contact information, please call the Residence Life Office at (503) 725-2450.

Pets & Assistance Animals

The only pets you may have with you in University Housing are fish or turtles in 10-gallon or less tanks. Cats
are allowed in units with at least 300 square feet (500 square feet for two cats) in the following buildings:
Parkway, Blackstone, Stratford, St. Helens and King Albert. No more than two cats are allowed in any unit.
No dogs are allowed, except assistance animals with documentation from the Disability Resource Center and
University Housing approval; contact the Housing Office for further details. If you choose to have a
permitted animal live with you on-campus, you are expected to keep it secured and properly cared for.

New residents will be required to register cats or service animals after moving in. Cat-owners will need to
pay a one-time cleaning fee of $50. More information will be provided at check-in.

Quiet & Courtesy Hours

Quiet hours take place between 10:00 pm and 8:00 am. During this time, noise from TVs, stereos and other
items must be turned down to a volume low enough not to be heard outside your room. Courtesy hours are
always in effect, meaning you must recognize the need for your community to maintain a peaceful
atmosphere and honor requests to cease any excessive noise. During the final week of classes and Finals
Week, 221 hour quiet hours go into effect. If another resident is making disruptive noises, you are
encouraged to first speak with them yourself, and if the issue is not resolved, contact your RA or the RA On-
Call.

All University Housing Units are Non-Smoking!

The use of all tobacco products (cigarettes, cigars, chewing tobacco, hookahs, etc.) is prohibited in all
residential rooms, common areas (hallways, lobbies, stairwells, etc.) and areas within 20 feet of the
exteriors of the buildings. Prohibited areas also include fire escapes and the exterior stairwells of any
building on campus.
