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The title of the PSU pictorial history book will be Portland State: A History in Pictures. During this year, Richard Sanders (author), Brent Schauer (photo editor), Charlie White, and Clarence Hein continued the writing and editing of the text and procuring and selecting photos. The book is organized by eras of PSU’s history along with a special section on modern athletics at PSU followed by a color signature photo section entitled “PSU Today.” The text will be merged with the photos, with each era ending with a “photo album” section. The Committee had various opportunities to provide input into the book. RAPS will be the publisher. 
Dennis Stovall, Director of Ooligan Press, met with individuals and committee members several times this year. He assigned a second graduate student, Clara Settle, to work with us on the book. Clara reviewed the an early version of the book and provided valuable input, focusing on the organization. Her suggestions sent it back to us for major editing which was done by a subcommittee. This edited version was sent out to reviewers, including Doug Sanders, Vic Dahl, Roger Moseley, Sylvia Moseley, Chuck Clemans (alum), Charlie White, Brent Schauer, Clarence Hein, Steve Brannan, Mary Brannan, Kathryn Kirkland (publications), Teri Mariani (athletics), and Mike Lund (athletics). Because of their significant input, some major revisions were made. In early June, the text and photos were turned over to Clara Settle (who has now received her master’s in the PSU publication program) for design and layout of the book.  She plans to complete her work by August 1, 2008. The book will then be sent overseas for printing. We anticipate that it will be ready for distribution before the winter holidays. 
Remaining tasks, in addition to the design and layout, include book cover design, subject indexing, and final editing. 
To date, we have collected $28,919, including RAPS’s contribution, although the RAPS funds have not yet been transferred to the Foundation Book Account. We anticipate a contribution from the PSU administration in order to complete the publication process. With expenditures totaling about $19,000, our current available balance is approximately $9,900. Additional anticipated expenses are fees for permission to reprint a few photos, ISBN # fee, indexing costs, professional services for the book designer, and paper, printing, and shipping. Nonprofit contributing groups will reap the profits proportionately to the amount they contribute. 
In summary, we are pleased with the progress made to date and are eagerly awaiting publication of the first edition of the PSU pictorial history book in 2008.
