During the year, Chuck Johnson left the committee at the end of Spring term, 2006 because of an employment change and Clarence Hein (retiree from PSU Publications) joined our committee. Clarence provides the committee with much knowledge about the history of the PSU as well as the appropriate photographs to include in the book.
During this year, Richard Sanders (author), Brent Schauer (photo consultant), and Charlie White spent considerable time in the writing and editing of the text and in the procurement and selection of photos to be included in the book. They, along with the committee, decided to organize the book by eras of PSU’s history along with some special sections that transcend dates (e.g., athletics, campus art). The majority of the book will be in black and white, while the last part of the book will be in color.  Several themes will emerge throughout the book (e.g., physical growth of the campus, student body growth, nontraditional students, the “struggle” to continue as a state institution of higher education, various partnerships, connection with the community). The text was merged with the photos. The Committee had various opportunities to provide input into the book.
Dennis Stovall, Director of Ooligan Press, has met with individual and committee members several times this year. He has explained options for the book, including type of paper, hard and soft covers, print style, etc. Although no final decision has been made, it is likely that the book will be soft cover with a French fold sewn together so that the book can lie relatively flat on a surface consistent with the original intent as a coffee table book. Dennis has assigned a graduate student to work with us on the book. The book contents have been turned over to Ooligan Press. Students, along with Brent Schauer and other committee members, will be working on putting the book together this summer. We had hoped for it to be available by December in time for holiday sales, but availability probably will occur in February, the anniversary of the beginnings of Portland State.
To date, we have collected $25,500, including RAPS’s contribution. The funds from RAPS have not yet been transferred to the Foundation Book Account. With expenditures totaling close to $18,000, our current balance is approximately $7,500. We anticipate a contribution from the alumni association, but are in need of more funds for anticipated publication costs and the balance due to the photograph consultant. Nonprofit contributing groups will reap the profits proportionately to the amount they contribute. 
In summary, we are pleased with the progress made to date and are eagerly awaiting publication of the first edition of the PSU pictorial history book next year.
