To be eligible, students must be accepted and taking classes in the Graduate Certificate program in Real Estate Development at Portland State, and demonstrate interest in a career in commercial and investment real estate.

Students should submit a one page resume, copies of their academic transcripts, and a 500-word essay describing what motivated their interest in real estate and how it fits in their academic and work future.  Students are encouraged to describe their interest in terms of property types and roles in the real estate development process. Deadline for application is October 1st.

The Scholarship was established by the Portland chapter of Commercial Real Estate Women (CREW), a business organization of men and women in the commercial real estate industry.
