What does any society need to reproduce itself and thrive?  How is innovation best achieved when resources are scarce? 
Economic crises of the kind we are in currently present us with an opportunity to fundamentally transform our social and economic systems to make a better world possible—to rethink where we as a society invest our resources, and how we can make the well being of everyone the focus of our institutions, policies, processes, and organizations.

In times of scarce resources we are forced to ask ourselves what are the basic needs we have as a society and what we need to do to ensure that the next and future generations have as good or better options than those we have come to expect.

You are invited to submit abstracts (or drafts of papers) responding to these themes to be reviewed for inclusion in an edited book featuring the work of the PSU Social Sustainability Network.  The due date for submissions is 30 November 2009. PLEASE E-MAIL YOUR SUBMISSION TO: jdo@pdx.edu

· We anticipate a spring 2010 deadline for submission of the first draft of the chapters.  Each will be reviewed and revisions requested as needed.  We anticipate a fall 2010 deadline for final drafts.
· A book prospectus based on the accepted abstracts/papers will be developed and submitted to potential publishers

Authors are expected to present their ideas/papers at the Social Sustainability Colloquium during the winter or spring 2010 sessions.
