How to Apply? 

1. Apply to the School of Social Work

(January deadline)

2. Apply in a separate application to

CRCWEP (February deadline)

3. If interested in the CRL Program

please check the “Yes” box on the

CRCWEP application.

In order for all students to be eligible for 

CRCWEP, they must be admitted to the 

SSW. For BSW students, the CRCWEP 

Application will be submitted during their 

junior year. Applicants will find more 

information about the School of Social Work 

at pdx.edu/social-work/.
