The following are common safety violations found in the classroom. Please review this diagram and ensure our students’ safety.

Do not plug more than one extension cord and one power strip into an
electrical outlet. Extension cords may not be put into permanent use.
Extension cords and power strips may not be plugged into each other.
Extension cords are for temporary use only.

Unfastened or unrestrained materials
shall be removed. Science chemicals and very hazardous
materials must be kept in hazardous
materials cabinets.

Excess paper, other supplies, and
combustible items shall not be allowed
to accumulate creating a fire hazard.

All compressed gas cylinders shall be attached with
restraints to prevent them from overturning.

Materials stored on top of shelves or
cabinets may not be closer than 18" to
automatic sprinkler heads.
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
